2010 MEMBERSHIP INFORMATION PACKET
 

The Happy Ramblers Motorcycle Club welcomes your interest in or return to our organization.  Our club is chartered by the AMA, American Motorcyclist Association, and has a rich history of motorcycle riding and racing.  You may think the name “Happy Ramblers” seems like a very dated name for a club today, but we are all very proud of our heritage and accomplishments, and wouldn’t think of changing it!  For over 50 years, area motorcyclists have enjoyed riding together, and developing what is known as the “Happy Ramblers Motorcycle Club."  Our club is fortunate to own 20+ acres of property, a clubhouse, and equipment, all for the purpose of maintaining a recreational, educational, motorcycling facility.  

 

Each member will be required to work 14 individual events. The work will consist of track prep and race day operations.  You will be assigned to a task team to determine what duties you will be responsible to perform. General work days will be on an as needed basis. This will be the time you can gain extra hours. Please keep in mind, the 14 individual days is the minimum requirement for membership, and we will gladly accept any further level of participation you wish to contribute. If you cannot attend an event, you need to have a family member fill in for your position. Your position is your responsibility. New members need to work a total of 10 hours before they are eligible to use the track. 
Your membership includes the immediate family only. Children need to be under the age of 21 or full time students living at home. 
 

The low cost of membership is not a “discount ticket” to ride and race at our facility for the season.  Your membership fee is the first step in your commitment to The Happy Ramblers family.   The membership fee, (especially one this low!), will not support the operating expenses of our facility.  For this reason we are counting on you to chip in whenever you can.

 

Please look over the rest of the packet, and fill out the required information.  You must hand in your application in person, so plan on attending one of our regular club meetings that are held the second Thursday of every month, in our clubhouse.

 

A.M.A. Membership is a requirement for admission to our club.  So call today, and join by phone, call 1-800-AMA-JOIN.  This will be strictly enforced.

Code of Conduct Summary

1.) If a board member asks for help and you refuse, you will be written up for refusing. Board members will not ask for help if they do not need it at that time. Usually they have no other options. 

a. First offense – 30 days probation.

b. Second offense – dismissal

2.) Members only are allowed to ride the track except for events. If you are caught with a nonmember riding the track, you will be suspended. The board is the only group allowed to approve riders that are not members. (Example – girls only school). If you have a request, you must bring it up to a board member to bring to the board meeting to vote. 

3.) You are responsible for all your hours. You must report the hours you work. You have 30 days to make changes or updates. The board will not accept excuses for you not working your hours. 

4.) You will only ride the hours posted on the fence. If you are riding during non approved hours, you will be suspended. It is important to respect the neighbors. 

5.) No one should be prepping the track unless they have approval to use the equipment. Too many people are prepping the track and they are not doing this right. This is a risk and could hurt a rider. 

6.) The dust should be kept under control at all times. If you are at the track and it needs watered, water the track. It is the member’s responsibility to find a member to show them how to use the sprinklers. 

7.) At all of our events, every member and their family must stop at the gate and sign in for the event. This is for insurance purposes and there are no exceptions. 
RULES AND REQUIREMENTS FOR MEMBERSHIP 2010

 

As a member of the Happy Ramblers Motorcycle Club, you are required to fulfill the following minimum requirements.  If these requirements are not fulfilled during the 2010 season, you will not be eligible for membership in the future.  Furthermore, you may lose your rights and privileges during the course of the 2010 season if you do not contribute on Saturdays and Sundays.  

 

VIOLATION OF ANY OF THE CLUB RULES OR BY-LAWS WILL LEAD TO A LOSS OR TERMINATION OF PRIVILEGES.  BY–LAWS AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST.  

 

·  Attend a minimum of  six  (6) monthly meetings.  Meetings are held the second Thursday of each month at 7:00 PM in the clubhouse. 
The minimum work requirement for every member to be considered in good standing is 14 events.  As a member, if you refuse to help in a position, disciplinary action may be taken.  New members need to work a total of 10 hours before they are eligible to use the track. 

· Follow the updated procedure for practice, as detailed on the club answering machine, and during monthly club meetings.  Follow the club guideline for dust conditions while riding on the property.
· If track conditions are creating dust, you must water if you want to ride.

· If the track is still creating dust after you have watered, STOP RIDING!  Our neighborhood image is very important to our future as a track and club, so tread lightly. 
· All riders must wear proper safety gear at all times. Helmets are always required! Members are encouraged to ride with another member or have a friend or family member watch in case of injury.
· Members are advised to be aware of the track and grounds condition before, during, and after your ride.  Please pick up your trash, and correct any poor track conditions you may create. 
· No minors under 18 years of age can ride without adult supervision. 

· Members are encouraged to learn the use and operation of all the water truck as soon as you can.  This piece of equipment is an important part of the operation and should be treated with great care.  The use of the water truck should be limited to members who have had an orientation with a club officer, or a senior member who is well versed in the operation of this piece of equipment.  Learn to use the water truck, or you will not be able ride when it is dusty.

· All members have the right to question anyone who they feel is trespassing on the property. The club encourages all members to ask to see membership cards of people they are not familiar with.
· All members are required to close the track entry gate after entry.  The gate is to be closed and locked at all times.
· All members are required to sign a release every time you ride the track. The release forms will be located in the mailbox at the entrance gate. 

 

MEETINGS AND EVENTS

· All members must attend 6 regular monthly meetings, held on the second Thursday of every month at 7:00 PM in the clubhouse.
· New and renewal applications must be turned in by the applicant, so plan on attending a meeting soon!
